ACADEMIC QUIZ BOWL

Membership/enrollment: Open to all students/anytime

The Academic Quiz Bowl club participates in Jeopardy!-style question-and-answer competitions,
including the Long Island Regional Quiz Bowl tournament, the Harvard Fall Tournament, and the
University of Delaware Fall Tournament. Among the club’s achievements has been its participation in the
National Academic Championship in Washington, D.C., twelve of the last thirteen years.

ATHLETES HELPING ATHLETES
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Membership/enrollment: Open to all students/ anytime

Since 1984, Athletes Helping Athletes (AHA) has been training and mobilizing high school
student-athletes with its Student-Athlete Leadership Team Program (SALT).

Athletes Helping Athletes trains high school student-athletes to conduct workshops for middle
school students on issues ranging from self-esteem and sportsmanship to bullying & teasing and
substance abuse. In these workshops, student leaders discuss making proper decisions
concerning high school parties and other social settings, and talk about the power and use of
language in creating social status. The discussions are designed to be positive and proactive
while raising awareness and providing options that would empower students to make right
decisions.



Athletes Helping Athletes provides all the tools for student-athlete leaders’, who work in teams,
to adopt classes for the academic year. SALT training prepares the student-athlete leaders to
engage and manage the classroom, conduct “ice-breaker” exercises and talk about /ife-skills
gained through participation in extracurricular activities. Further, each student-athlete leader is
trained to relate a personal story relevant to a workshop topic that emphasizes /ife-skills and “real
life” choices and decisions.

BIRDING CLUB

Bird identification, field trips on campus, use of identification guides, learning how to be more
observant, data collection using ebird, discussion of rare bird alerts, and bird anatomy. Many
meetings will be outside.
